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FISH AND SEAFOOD MARKET BRIEF
A. Executive Summary:

The Czech Republic, having no port access, produces only freshwater fish (carp, trout, pike, bream
etc.) and dl sdtwater products are imported. Czech importers usudly buy fish from large fish
companiesin Denmark, France and Norway. Some importers, however, buy directly from fish
producers dl over the world. The most popular imports seem to be less expensive, frozen varieties.
Thereis, however, a niche market for more expensive fresh and frozen sea fish and seafood products,
which are consumed in hotels and restaurants or sold in the new hypermarkets.

Even though the consumption of saltwater productsin generd is twice as high as the consumption of
freshwater fish, Czech’s tend to be more knowledgesble about the preparation of freshwater fish. This
ismostly dueto the fact that fried carp is a popular and traditiona Christmas medl.

B. Consumption Trends:
Following are points on consumption trends:

. Fish consumption in the Czech republic isrelaively smdl, only about 4 kg/person/year (out of
which 1.3 kg is freshwater fish and 2.7 kg is sea fish). For comparison, the average
consumption per capita of poultry is 16 kg, of beef 28 kg and of pork 45 kg.

. Even though consumption of seafish istwice as high as freshwater fish, freshwater fishismore
popular, especidly around Chrisgtmas. Fried carp istraditional Christmas Eve medl (equivalent
to turkey for Thanksgiving inthe U.S)).

. There is quite asgnificant price dadticity of sea fish demand. Consumption of fish dropped
sgnificantly after 1990 when the government quit subsidizing imports of seafish (before 1990
the government subsidized imports of sea fish with 190 million CZK/year in order to ensure
that the population of then Czechodovakia had enough of the nutrient iodine that is present in
seafish). At that time, the price of frozen cod fillets went up from subsidized 16 CZK/kg to
about 60 - 70 CZK/kg.

. Fish consumption has gone up dightly with the rise of new state-of-the-art hypermarkets
featuring large fresh, frozen (and, in some places, live) fish departments.

. Most supermarkets sal prepacked frozen fish - usudly chegper kinds - cod fillets etc. while
the new hypermarkets sal counter fresh fish, live fish, counter frozen fish, prepacked frozen
fish, prepacked smoked salmon (100g, 150g, 200g, dso sold by weight)

. Consumption of smoked salmon has increased dightly, but thereis a shift toward chegper
kinds of smoked salmon as volume of sales decreases in restaurants and risesin hypermarkets
and supermarkets
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C. Domestic and Foreign Competition:
Domestic Production:
The Czech Republic, being an inland country, produces only fresh water fish like carp, trout, tench,

pike, bream, etc. The following table shows production and distribution of fresh weter fish in the Czech
Republic between 1995 and 1998 in thousand metric tons of live weight:

All seafish and seafood are imported. The only processing of seafish in the Czech Republic isthe
smoking of imported sdmon. Nowaco, the only company that smokes fresh sddmon in the Czech
Republic, produces about 45 MT per year. Czech Republic imports smoked salmon from Norway
(farmed), Scotland and Canada. Scottish sdimon is considered to be of the best quaity, Canadian the
lowest. Norwegian smoked sdlmon is the most common type of smoked salmon in the Czech market.

Imports:

Thefollowing tables show imports of fish, fish products and seafood in 1997 and 1998 in metric tons
and thousands of $US aswel. According to the U.N. Trade Statistics there were no imports of fish
from the U.S. in 1998, even though the Czech Republic imported some kinds of fish from the U.S. in
1997. Among the reasons for fdl of the U.S. exports of fish to the Czech Republic are more
competitive prices from other countries.

Exports:

Czech Republic exports mainly live carp. Last year the export of live carp went up by 28 percent from
5,920 MT in 1997 to 7,607 MT in 1998. The mgor importers of Czech live carp are Germany and
Sovakia Export of live trout is marginal compare to export of live carp. In 1998 Czech Republic
exported 35 MT of live trout, mainly to Audtria.

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D. Digribution Channds:

Following are point relating to fish digtribution:

There are severa producers of freshwater fish in the Czech Republic (Rybarstvi Trebon,
Rybnikarstvi Hluboka, Rybnikarstvi Pohorelice, etc.), which produce mainly carp for
Christmas season, but also other kinds of freshwater fish (trout, pike, and others)

There are severd importers (see list) of seafish, seafood and fish productsin the Czech
Republic, which digtribute these commodities in hotels and restaurants, retail chains, smdl retail
stores and fish processing companies

About 80% of more expendve sea fish and seafood is consumed in hotels and restaurants

- new hypermarkets (Tesco, Hypernova, Carrefour, Globus, Makro, Kaufland), have large fish
departments with fresh and frozen fish (Tesco and Carrefour even sdll live seefood - |obsters and crabs
in water tanks - Tesco on top of that has large freshwater fish tanks)

New hypermarkets sell various kinds of cookbooks on how to prepare fish and seafood
(Tesco has avideo set ingtalled above the lobster tank and congtantly runs videotape How to
prepare seafood, the tapeis aso available for sae)

Average restaurants usudly offer trout, carp and salmon, more expensive restaurants have a
bigger variety of fish and seefood

E. Pricing:

Retail chains have usudly 20 - 30 % margin on fish and fish products; it depends on kind of fish
and market comptition.

Price of live carp floats around 80 CZK during the year. In 1998 before Christmas Tesco pulled down
the market price to 55 CZK/kg, in 1997 the price was almost twice as high, 95 CZK/kg.

Prices of smoked salmon depend on fish origin, country whereit is smoked, transportation cost and
type of packaging. There are three types of smoked samon in the Czech market: Scottish - high end of
the market, Norwegian farmed - medium market, and Canadian - lower market.

The wholesale price of Norwegian sdmon smoked in the Czech Republic and sold asawholefillet is
around 500 CZK per kilogram. Wholesale price of the most expansive product - Scottish smoked
sdmon - fillet steek part - is 1,800 CZK per kilogram. Wholesde price of smoked hdibut is around
700 CZK per kilogram.

VAT on mogt kinds of fishis5%, VAT on luxurious seafood (lobsters, shrimps, etc.) is 22%
F. Packaging and L abel Requirements:

Labe and packaging requirements are listed in Law 110/97 on foodstuffs and tobacco productsin
paragraphs 5-9. Law 110/97 is available in English on the Internet at www.czpi.cz Specid commodity
requirements for frozen products are in Decree 326/97 and specid requirement for fish products arein
Decree 327/97.

Fish products offered for sale must be labeled with the following infor mation:
- name of producer/distributor/importer with address
- name of group and subgroup according to Decree 327/1997 (see table)
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- net weight (g, kg)

- information if product is chilled or frozen

- expiration date (day, month, year)

- storage information (frozen products have to have information for severa kinds of refrigerators, eg.
bellow -18C store for 2 months, at -12C store for 1 month, at -6C store for 2 weeks)

- information that frozen fish and frozen fish products cannot be frozen again after they have thawed
- country of origin

- ingredients

- information on radiation treatment

G. Import Regulations:
An exporter of fish, fish products and seafood has to meet veterinary requirementsin order to obtain

sanitary certificate necessary for import of these commodities. Sanitary certificate no. 1IM-99/06-
MASONRY isissued by the State Veterinary Administration.

a) They are safe for human consumption without any restrictions, produced and processed in
establishments gpproved by officid veterinary authority of exporting country for export into the EU or
approved by Czech veterinary authoritiesinto the Czech Republic.

b) Fish meat and fish products do not contain any contaminants exceeding permitted limits gpproved in
the Czech Republic including estrogenic and thyreodtatic substances, antibiotics and tranquillizers
according to Decree No. 298/97 and according to Decree No. 3/99, both issued by the Ministry of
Hedth.

¢) Fish meat and fish products meet microbiologica requirements set in Decree No. 294/97 and
Decree No. 91/99, both issued by the Ministry of Hedlth.

d) They do not contain devitalized nor undevitdized paradites, determinable by adspection.

€) Frozen fish is stored atemperature -18C, fish in ice kept in temperature not exceeding +2C must
show sgns of freshness.

f) Fish meat and fish products are transported in packaging harmless to human health and used means
of transport have to be previoudy cleansed and disinfected in compliance with veterinary-sanitary
requirements and ensure that the temperature of products will not increase during transportation.

V. The cetificate is vdid for ten days from the date of loading. In case of sea shipment thistimeis
prolonged by the time of ship voyage.
