Market Tone

Export prices for most grades of rice remained unchanged. Trade sources reported that markets
for Thai parboiled rice in Nigeria should be on track soon after the arrival of some importsthis
month. Nigeriaisthe largest importer of Thai parboiled rice, amounting to 967,380 metric tons
(about 60 percent of Thailand’ stotal parboiled rice exports) in CY 2002. Regarding the current
Iragi market, several Tha exporters are reported to sell their rice to Iragi viathe United Nations
program. Thisis achange, as previoudly, since the first Gulf war, Thai private rice exportsto Iraq
were done by a sole exporter. In CY 2002, Thailand’ s rice exports to Iraq totaled 230,260 metric
tons, most of which were 100% grade white rice.

The authority to
report fragrant rice exports was moved from the Thai Board of Trade to the Ministry of
Commerce’s Office of Commodity Standards, which does not release official fragrant rice export
data FAS/BKK will report only official export numbers from the Board of Trade for non-
fragrant and from the Office of Commodity Standards for fragrant rice when available, but the
reader should bear in mind the difference between the data.

Unofficial exportsfor Apr 21-27, 2003, totaled 124,576 tons, up 80,680 tons from the previous
week’ s total and up 40,228 tons from the four week moving average of 84,348 tons. The sharp
increase resulted from the outstanding shipment after the long holiday of Thai New Y ear festival.
Exports during Jan 1- Apr 27, 2003, totaled 1,317 thousand tons, compared with 2,194 thousand
tons (including fragrant rice) during the same period in 2002.

According to the Department of Internal Trade, Ministry of Commerce, total rice exports
(including fragrant rice) during Janl - Apr 21, 2003 amounted to 1,883,063 tons, down 8.4
percent from 2,055,533 tons during the same period in 2002.
