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Report Highlights:
On October 22, 2003, Taiwan completed tendering for all 94,068 metric tons of public sector rice imports.  The United States had a 74 percent share, followed by Egypt with 11 percent, Australia 8 percent, and Thailand 6 percent.  All rice in the last tender was contracted for delivery by January 31, 2004. The tender for 8,000 metric tons of short grain brown rice was awarded to an Egyptian rice supplier at NT$15,266/mt or $449/mt, the tender for 10,068 metric tons of medium grain brown rice was awarded to an U.S. supplier at NT$16,730/mt or $492/mt, and the tender for 2,000 metric tons of long grain brown rice was awarded to a Thai supplier at NT$15,688/mt or $461/mt.

The Results of the 8th Rice Tender

Tender GF4-920289 for 10,068 mt of Medium Grain Brown: Four bidders, all representing U.S. suppliers, competed for the tender. The U.S. suppliers all passed the technical bidding phase.  The tender was awarded at NT$16,730/mt or $492/mt, which was NT$17/mt or $0.50/mt cheaper than the last medium grain tender.  

Tender GF4-920288 for 8,000 mt Short Grain Brown: Four bidders, one representing Australian rice suppliers and remainder representing Egyptian rice, participated in the short grain tender.  Two Egyptian rice samples failed in the technical bid, leaving two other two bidders to compete for the tender.  The tender for 8,000 metric tons of short grain brown rice was awarded to an Egyptian rice supplier at NT$15,266/mt or $449/mt.

Tender GF4-920290 for 2,000 mt of Long Grain Brown: Four bidders, all representing Thai suppliers, competed for the tender.  Only one sample failed in the technical bid.  With three bidders remaining, the tender was still competitive.  Consequently, the tender was awarded at NT$15,688/mt or $461/mt.  This was NT$625/mt or $18.38/mt cheaper than the last long grain tender.

Summary of the 2003 Public Rice Tenders

By October 22, Taiwan completed and contracted for all 2003 rice tenders for public imports, totaling 94,068 metric tons on a brown rice basis.  The United States had a 74 percent share, followed by Egypt with 11 percent, Australia 8 percent, and Thailand 6 percent.  See the table next page for a detailed breakdown of 2003 tender results. 

U.S. suppliers won all eight tenders for medium grain brown, totaling 70,068 metric tons.  This accounts for 74 percent of the 2003 total public rice imports.  

Taiwan tendered for a total of 18,000 metric tons of short grain brown rice, accounting for 19 percent of the total public import quota.  Of this total, Egypt had a 56 percent share while Australia took 44 percent.  

Thailand supplied all eight seven tenders for long grain brown rice, amounting to 6,000 mt.  This accounts for 6 percent of the total 2003 total public rice imports.
