Introduction: This report summarizes the amendments to Schedule VI (“List of plants/plant materials permitted for import with additional declarations and special conditions”) and Schedule VII (“List of plants/planting materials where imports are permitted on the basis of phytosanitary certificate issued by the exporting country, the inspection conducted by the inspection authority and fumigation, if required”) under the PQO 2003.  Both amendments were posted to the Plant Quarantine Department’s website on June 17, 2004.  Neither amendment has been notified to the WTO.
