Following is an unofficial translation of the Qatari Ministry of Public Health’s Circular No. 10/2004, dated June 8, 2004, lifting the ban imposed since February 12, 2004 on imports of U.S. unprocessed poultry meat and table eggs due to the incidence of Avian Influenza (AI) in the United States.  On March 14, 2004, Qatar lifted the ban on imports of only frozen fully processed poultry meat from the U.S. and other countries affected by AI.

The ban on imports of unprocessed poultry meat and table eggs from the states of Delaware and Texas remains in effect.  This Circular, dated June 8, 2004 was notified to the concerned authorities and the trade until in late June.
