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Report Highlights:
Indonesia’s  demand for milk powder continues to grow, but the pace of growth is expected to slow relative to the double-digit growth experienced in the previous three years.  Milk powder imports are forecast at 150,000 tons in 2005.  Competitive U.S. milk powder prices will likely result in the second consecutive record in export sales to Indonesia in 2004, and prospects for continued growth in 2005 are bright.
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Executive Summary

Indonesia’s demand for milk powder continues to grow, but the pace of growth is expected to slow compared to the double-digit growth experienced in the previous three years.  Use of powder is forecast to grow nearly 10 percent in 2004 and then slow to about 5 percent in 2005.  A positive macro-economic environment combined with renewed political stability following the recent successful Presidential and Parliamentary elections is expected to enhance consumer confidence into 2005.  Consumer spending continues to drive the economy, which is expected to reach 5 percent in 2005.  This continued growth in consumer spending will underpin the expected expansion in use of dairy products.  However, high international prices for powder, which are expected to linger through the first half of 2005, will slow the rate of expansion relative to previous years, and lead to a more subdued pace of import growth.

As domestic production of fluid milk continues to face innumerable obstacles, all the expansion in use will be met by increased imports.  Indonesia is forecast to import 150,000 tons of milk powder in 2005, primarily non-fat dry milk (NDM).  With the geographic proximity providing an obvious freight advantage, combined with the deep historical commercial relationships with its nearby trading partners in Oceana, Indonesia’s dairy processors are expected to continue to purchase up to two-thirds of their milk solid needs from New Zealand and Australia.  Nonetheless, with the significant increase in international dairy prices, and greater price parity among competing suppliers, Indonesian buyers are increasingly looking to the United States for commercial imports.  Given the sheer size of Indonesia’s dairy market, and expectations for continued high international price levels, Indonesia’s dairy market holds vast opportunities for U.S. exporters.

Production

Indonesia’s domestic milk supply is sourced primarily from approximately 120 dairy cooperatives, consisting of about 100,000 dairy farmers with 2-3 cows each.  On-farm productivity is very low and the level of domestic fluid milk output is flat.  Among the many factors that inhibit growth are the following: small farm structure; a lack of technology and improved genetics; inadequate acquisition, distribution, and cold storage infrastructure; insufficient feed supplies; unfavorable weather; poor milk quality; and a short lactating period.  Government officials, the Indonesian Milk Industry Association, and the Union of Indonesian Dairy Cooperatives have engaged in efforts to boost the sector’s efficiency and output, but the results of these programs have been discouraging.  Meaningful gains in productivity would require significant outlays of capital to create modern and competitive dairy production units.  However, Indonesia’s current business climate makes prospects for this type of investment in the dairy sector very doubtful in the near to medium term.   

Domestic fluid milk production is used for whole milk powder (WMP) production.   Local WMP production is not expected to grow.  As in previous years, the shortage in domestic production and use will have to be met through imports.  There is no significant production of NDM, and domestic needs are met entirely by imported products.

In contrast to the small-scale and relatively inefficient milk production units, milk processing is dominated by a handful of dynamic, competitive, and large companies.  Five dairy manufacturers (Nutricia/Sarihusada, Nestle Indonesia, Friesche Vlag Indonesia, Indomilk, and Ultrajaya) dominate the industry, accounting for 90 percent of the total sales volume.  These large firms produce a variety of dairy based products, including infant foods, sweetened condensed milk, and several types of beverages.   Competition is fierce, with new product development ongoing and marketing efforts designed to reach consumers across the sprawling archipelago.  

Consumption

Fueled by expectations for continued growth in consumer confidence and spending, as well a steady overall economic and political environment, powder use is estimated to grow about 10 percent in 2004.  Due to expectations for a continuation of high NDM prices, growth is forecast to slow to about 5 percent in 2005.  With per capita consumption still relatively low, processors remain confident regarding growth prospects.    New dairy-based products continue to hit the market, and advances in distribution are ongoing.  However, significant improvements are still required, particularly in the area of cold storage and transportation.  

All dairy plants are located on the island of Java, and underdeveloped infrastructure makes distribution to consumers in the outlying Islands difficult.  As a result, 70 percent of dairy products are consumed in the urban areas of Java, primarily by medium to high-income consumers.  The high costs associated with distribution drive up consumer prices, making many products too expensive for low-income consumers, particularly those located in rural areas.  

Indonesia’s milk consumption is relatively low at 6 to 7 liters, compared to Thailand-22 liters, Philippines-25 liters, or India-75 liters per capita per year.  Leading consumer products include powdered milk (skim milk, infant and children formula, and formula for pregnant and lactating women), sweetened condensed milk, ready to drink milk (such as fresh milk, UHT, pasteurized and homogenized dairy mix).  While increasingly available in modern retail outlets in urban areas, consumption of other dairy products, such as cheese, butter, ice cream, and yogurt continues to be limited.  Nonetheless, further product segmentation and specialization continues, including formulas for babies to toddlers, pregnant & lactating woman formulas, elder formula, high calcium, low-fat milk and multi-flavored milk beverages.  The sector further segments its products by targeting specific income groups with different products.  The industry aggressively markets these products, with drinking milk campaigns, advertisements, competition, price and gifts in packages to attract consumers.

Trade

With expectations for increase in consumption, NDM imports are forecast to grow 4 percent to 125 million tons in 2004 and then to 128,000 tons in 2005.  The growth in imports is forecast to be less than that for overall demand as processors draw down and hold less inventories due to the relatively high international prices.  WMP imports are forecast to grow only modestly and approach 22,000 tons in 2005.  The import duty on milk powder is 5 percent and value added tax is 10 percent (as a raw ingredient).

Given their freight advantage and long historical presence in Indonesia’s dairy market, Australia and New Zealand continue to dominate the import market for dairy products, accounting for over 60 percent of imports.  However, with international prices differences narrowing, landed US milk powder prices are increasingly competitive.  As a result, US powder sales reached a record in 2003, and will likely top that record again in 2004.   

In early October 2004, landed NDM prices were quoted at $2,100-$2,200/ton, with very little difference between landed U.S. prices and those from Oceana.  Processors also note that recently the quality of US powder has been as good as that from New Zealand or Australia, which is a marked contrast from the past when processors often noted the inferior quality of U.S. powder.  US exports in 2005 will obviously depend on price movements, but local importers expect powder from Oceana to remain high at least through the first six months of 2005.  As a result, US prospects for exports to Indonesia remain bright.

The Philippines is reported as significant supplier of WMP to Indonesia.   However, reportedly the origin for these shipments is New Zealand and Australia, which are then trans-shipped via the Philippines.

On the export side, Indonesia continues to trans-ship between 10-20,000 tons of powder annually.  Many companies have engaged in repackaging and a re-export of powder, primarily from New Zealand, to the Middle East and North Africa.  Iraq had once been a destination under this scheme, but that trade has diminished due to the instability in the region.  Thus, for 2004 and 2005, exports are forecast to be down to about 10,000 to 12,000 tons.

Prices
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Stocks

With the increase in international prices, dairy processors have drawn down stocks and are now maintaining only a minimal pipeline supply.  The PS&Ds have been adjusted to reflect the lower stock levels.
