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Report Highlights:
The government of Mexico has established a special tariff-rate quota of 26,751 MT to facilitate the importation of powdered milk during the balance of 2004.  Imports will be subject to a tariff of seven percent.  As has been the case in recent years, Mexico has exhausted the MFN and NAFTA tariff-rate quotas.

Introduction:  This report summarizes an official announcement published in Mexico’s “Diario Oficial” (Federal Register) on November 22, 2004. 

Disclaimer:  This summary is based on a cursory review of the subject announcement and therefore should not, under any circumstances, be viewed as definitive reading of the regulation in question, or of its implications for U.S. agricultural export trade interest. FAS/Mexico’s Executive Summary:  On November 22, 2004, the Secretariat of Economy (SE) published in Mexico’s “Diario Oficial” (Federal Register) the announcement establishing a special over-quota tariff for dry milk powder for the balance of 2004 of seven percent.  Likewise, on November 24, SE established the over-quota volume on dry milk powder at no more than 20 percent of the sum of the 2004 duty-free dry milk powder quota, or 26,751 MT.  As has been the case in recent years, Mexico has exhausted the established 2004 duty-free quotas totaling (80,000 for MFN and 53,757 from the U.S.) 133,757 metric tons.  The purpose of this additional quota is to ensure that there are sufficient supplies of dry milk powder for the Mexican private sector and subsidized public distribution program in Mexico during the balance of the calendar year. The established NAFTA over-quota tariff is 52 percent.
