The mechanism through which the TRQ will be allocated for each year during the 2005-2007 period will be direct allocation to authorized companies located in the border zone, provided through a registry issued by the Secretariat of Economy.

The Secretariat of Economy will determine the amount for each one of the Federal Delegations and sub delegations located in the Northern Border Zone and the Border Zone. The criteria upon which amounts are to be allocated to each company will be as follows:

· 40% on previous records of allocation, and

· 60% on cold storage and sales capacity

Applications for the request of allocation of the “cupos” will be received as follows:

· For 2005, during the next 5 business days after its publication on the Diario Oficial.

· For 2006, from November 28, 2005 to December 2, 2005, and,

· For 2007, from November 27, 2006 to December 1, 2006. 

The applications must be submitted in form SE-03-014 at the General Directorate of Foreign Trade of the SE. The granted “cupo” certificates will be valid until December 31 of the corresponding year.
