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Report Highlights:
On January 21, 2005, the Secretariat of Treasury (SHCP) published in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register) the Seventh Resolution of Modifications to the Rules of General Regulations on Foreign Trade for 2004.  Through the modification of Annex 21, SHCP announces the reopening of Ciudad Reynosa as a border crossing for apple shipments (H.T.S. 0808.10.01). On December 28, 2004, SHCP had announced the closure of this Mexican border city for shipments of apples, frozen chicken leg quarters (CLQ), and selected meat varieties (see MX5002).  Reynosa will remain closed for frozen CLQ and certain variety meats, effective January 28, 2005.

Introduction:  This report summarizes an official announcement published in Mexico’s Diario Oficial (Federal Register) on January 21, 2005.

Disclaimer:  This summary is based on a cursory review of the subject announcement and therefore should not, under any circumstances, be viewed as a definitive reading of the regulation in question, or of its implications for U.S. agricultural export trade interests. Title: Seventh Resolution of Modifications to the Rules of General Regulations on Foreign Trade for 2004.

FAS/Mexico’s Executive Summary: On January 21, 2005, the Secretariat of Treasury (SHCP) published in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register) the Seventh Resolution modifying Annex 21 of the 2004 Foreign Trade General Rules. Through this modification, SHCP announces the reopening of Ciudad Reynosa as a border crossing for apple shipments (H.T.S. 0808.10.01). However, Reynosa will remain closed as a border crossing for frozen chicken leg quarters (CLQ) and certain variety meats, effective January 28, 2005.

Background:  On December 28, 2004, SHCP had published in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register) the Sixth Resolution modifying the 2004 Foreign Trade General Rules, in which the closure of the Mexican border city of Reynosa and the opening of the Pacific port of Salina Cruz were established for the entry of apples, certain variety meats, and frozen chicken leg quarters (see MX5002 and MX5001).  The Pacific port of Lazaro Cardenas in the state of Michoacan was also opened by SHCP for apples only in a December 24, 2005 Diario Oficial announcement.  

Currently, U.S. apple shipments are approved via a SAGARPA-USDA phytosanitary workplan to enter Mexico through the following ports-of-entry: Tijuana, Mexicali, San Luis Rio Colorado, Nogales, Ciudad Juarez, Nuevo Laredo, Cuidad Reynosa, Manzanillo, Tuxpan, and Veracruz.  SHCP also opened the Pacific ports of Salina Cruz and Lazaro Cardenas as ports of entry for apples, but as these ports of entry are not listed in the SAGARPA-USDA workplan, they are not cleared, from a phytosanitary standpoint, as entry points for U.S. apples.
