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On December 16, 2004, the Ministry of Finance and Economy (MOFE) released the 2005 list of products subject to adjustment tariffs and quota tariff rates.  The list was published in the government gazette at the end of December 2004 along with the quota quantities.  A total of 46 agricultural and fishery products are subject to adjustment tariffs (18 products) and quota tariffs (28 products).  The major changes from the current year includes:

Adjustment Tariff Rate:

( Tariff rate for five items of fishery products, including live croaker and 3 agricultural products, were lowered than a year earlier.

( Frozen poulp squid was delisted.

( Frozen croaker remained unchanged, despite continuous U.S. request. 

Quota Tariff Rate:

( Coconut oil cake for feed and veneer were included to support local industries.

( Tariff rate of whey for feed was reduced by one percent more than a year earlier and malt by five percent for 2005.
