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Report Highlights:
On April 30, 2005 Oman lifted the ban on imports of U.S. beef.  The ban was imposed in late 2003 as a result of the discovery of a single BSE case in the State of Washington.
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1. INTRODUCTION

On April 30, 2005, The Sultanate of Oman lifted the ban on imports of U.S. beef via Omani Decree No. 24/2005.  According to the Omani Decree, U.S. beef and beef derivative products now can be imported into the Sultanate without restriction.  This action brings Oman into compliance with international standards as defined by the OIE regarding the trade of beef from countries with a declared detection of the BSE disease.

Lifting the ban on imports of beef, its products and derivatives

From the United States

In reliance to the Quarantine Law issued by the Sultani Decree # 45/2004, and to the published executive list for quarantine system issued by Ministerial Decree # 8/2001, and to the Ministerial Decree # 66/2003 issued to ban imports of some live animals and birds from some countries, 

And to the recommendation of the veterinarian section stating that the reason for banning beef, its products and derivatives from the United States no more exists,

It was decided

Article I: Lift the ban stated in Ministerial Decree # 66/2003 on imports of beef, its products and derivatives from the United States in accordance with the terms of section 2.3.13 of the OIE.

Article II: All concerned authorities will enforce the decree in their own jurisdiction  

Article III: To be published in the official gazette and will be enforced from the date of issue.
