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Report Highlights:
In November, 2005, the European Commission approved a budget of €185 million to fight animal diseases in Europe in 2006.  This is a slight decrease in funding for the 129 programs covered compared to 2005.  Monitoring and eradication of TSE’s again obtains the largest funding with €131.1 million, followed by Brucellosis (€26.7 million), Bovine Tuberculosis (€7.9 million) and rabies (€8.2 million).  Zoonotic diseases are being prioritized.  For the control of salmonella in poultry €4.5 million has been budgeted.

The European Commission has approved a financial package of €185 million to fight animal diseases in the EU in 2006.  The 129 programs, which were approved, will tackle animal diseases that impact both human and animal health. 

TSE monitoring and eradication programs

In 2006, €88,305,000 will be available from the EU budget to monitor BSE.  That includes financial support for rapid tests for the detection of TSE in cattle, sheep and goats and discriminatory tests to exclude BSE in small ruminants.  For BSE eradication across Europe, the EU will give another €8,710,000 in co-funding.

For compulsory Scrapie eradication measures, as well as for breeding programs, which were established for TSE resistance in sheep, €34,138,000 is provided in EU funding.

Animal disease eradication programs

For 2006, 49 programs to eradicate 10 major animal diseases were approved for Community financial support. The total EU contribution to these programs is €49,730,000.

Some €26,670,000 will be spent on the eradication of brucellosis (€14,910,000 on bovine brucellosis and €11,760,000 on sheep and goat brucellosis).  Another €8,215,000 will be spent on fighting rabies, a highly fatal viral infection of the nervous system. Combating the remaining cases of Bovine tuberculosis receives €7,905,000 in EU funding.

In addition, the prevention of zoonoses is included in the list. A financial contribution of €4,4630,000 to control salmonella in 12 Member States has been approved.
