DECREE of 5 December 2005 #732 On import of beef, pork and domestic poultry meat in 2006-2009.

In order to provide conditions for stable development of Russian production of beef, pork and domestic poultry meat in 2006-2009 the Government of the Russian Federation decrees:

1. Approve the list of commodities and volumes of their importation into the Russian Federation in 2006-2009 in accordance with Appendix #1.

2. The Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation is annually in the established manner to introduce for approval in the Government of the Russian Federation the rates of import customs tariffs for the period 2006-2009 within the ranges specified in Appendix 2.

3. The Federal Customs Service is to implement customs clearance of the commodities indicated in Appendix #1 of this decree imported in 2006-2009 in accordance with the customs regime for release for domestic consumption on the basis of licenses issued by the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation in the established manner.

4. The Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation is to implement within 5 days issuance of announcements in the established manner:

a) from 15 December of the previous year to 1 August of each current year – issuance of license for the import of 100 percent of the volume of commodities, indicated in Appendix #1 of this decree, to participants in foreign economic activity carrying out in accordance with the customs regime for release for domestic consumption import in the previous year of meat of bovines, fresh or chilled, frozen, codes of the Tariff Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity of Russia 0201 and 0202 (hereinafter – beef); pork, fresh, chilled or frozen, code of the Tariff Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity of Russia 0203 (hereinafter – pork); and meat of domestic poultry, code of the Tariff Nomenclature of Foreign Economic Activity of Russia 0207 (hereinafter – poultry), with distribution by 15 April of the current year proportionately annual volumes of beef, pork or poultry, imported by these participants into the customs territory of the Russian Federation from 1 January to 31 December of the previous year, less 25 percent of the volumes of beef, pork or poultry distributed in December of the previous year in proportion to volumes of beef, pork or poultry imported by these participants into the customs territory of the Russian Federation from 1 January through 30 September of the previous year, excluding beef, pork or poultry produced and imported from member states of the CIS; 

b) from 15 September of the current year, issuance of licenses for import of volumes of beef, pork or poultry not selected as of 1 August on the basis of announcements by participants in foreign economic activity who had registered licenses for import of beef, pork or poultry by 1 August of the current year, in proportion to volumes of beef, pork or poultry imported by them into the customs territory of the Russian Federation from 1 January through 31 December of the previous year, excluding beef, pork or poultry produced and imported from member states of the CIS. 

5. The term of validity of the licenses for import of beef, pork and poultry, issued in accordance with Point 4 of this decree, is established before 31 December of each current year, inclusive.

Extension of the term of validity of a license is not permitted.
