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Argentine sugar exports in 2006-07 are forecast at 650,000 metric tons, the highest in the past 23 years.  This is a result of the good profitability in the local industry after the 2002 devaluation and firm world sugar prices.  Production is projected to be record at 2.3 million metric tons.
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SECTION I. SITUATION AND OUTLOOK

Argentine sugar exports for 2006-07 are forecast at 650,000 metric tons (MT), raw value.  This is the highest volume since 1983.  As result of the 2002 devaluation, and more recently due to strong price recovery, the local sugar industry is enjoying good returns.  Most local players expect high world sugar prices to continue for at least the next 2-3 years, pushing production up.  Most future growth will be directed almost exclusively to the export market, as domestic sugar consumption is growing very slowly.

Local traders indicate that exports in 2006-07 will total 300,000 tons of raw sugar and about 350,000 tons of refined sugar (raw value basis).  Apart from country-to country agreements (with the United States and Chile) and some regional shipments, most sugar is exported to the world market through international sugar traders.  Exporters forecast Argentine 2006 FOB prices at approximately US$350-400/MT for raw sugar (somewhat higher under the U.S. Tariff Rate Quota - TRQ) and US$420-475/MT for refined sugar.  They also indicate that about 40 percent of 2006 exports are already committed.   

Raw sugar in 2006-07 will go primarily to the Russian Federation, which in CY2005 was the largest buyer of Argentine sugar, accounting for 30 percent of total exports.  The U.S. will also be a very important market through the TRQ, which in 2005-06 increased significantly.  The initial 2006 TRQ allocation for Argentina was 50,000 MT, and it was increased to 77,258 MT.  Local traders and mills indicate that the TRQ will be totally fulfilled.  The 2005 average raw sugar price for shipments to the U.S. was 75 percent higher than the one paid by the Russians.  Egypt, Lithuania, and Syria, are expected to continue to be important clients.  The E.U. purchased almost 6,000 tons, paying similar prices (and in some cases even higher) than the U.S. 

Chile is expected to continue to be the largest market for Argentina’s refined sugar in 2006-07.  Markets such as Iraq, Tunisia and Ghana, and other African countries, which in CY2005 purchased large volumes, are expected to continue to be important clients as exports from South America have freight cost advantages.  Neighboring Uruguay, and the recent addition of Paraguay, is also expected to demand good volumes.  

Local analysts claim that one of the industry’s greatest concerns is the recent smuggling of large volumes of refined sugar to Paraguay and Bolivia.  In early 2006 the Government of Argentina (GOA), in order to contain growing inflation, invited leading local sugar mills to sign an agreement by which retail sugar prices would remain at an average of ARP1.35 per kilo (US$0.43) throughout the year.  At that same time world sugar prices rose significantly making domestic prices significantly cheaper than world prices.  This differential attracted some people to purchase refined sugar in Argentina (at US$260), and smuggle it into neighboring Bolivia and Paraguay where prices follow world markets.  Some contacts indicate that part of the sugar continues into Brazil.  With this operation profit is about US$100-150 per ton.  Local sugar mills have urged the GOA to put in place extreme controls at the border, and the industry will try to identify who is selling to these people.  Most contacts believe it will be difficult to stop this highly profitable business.  Private sources estimate that about 30-40,000 tons will be smuggled out during December 2005-May 2006 and that some 100,000 tons could leak out during the rest of 2006. 

Sugar production for 2006-07 is projected at 2.3 million metric tons, raw value.  This record high is a result of the industry’s good economic situation since the 2002 devaluation.  Unlike in the 1990’s when the industry exported at a loss to balance domestic supply and demand, production costs in dollar terms have dropped significantly, making the export business profitable. 

In the past 3-4 years there has been significant investment at the farm and mill level.  The primary focus was to increase efficiency and productivity by increasing cane renewal, use of excellent varieties with higher yield and better resistance, increased use of fertilizers and other agricultural chemicals, improved use of irrigation, and incorporating modern harvesters.  At the mills, after adjusting productivity and reducing the use of energy, the focus was to expand capacity.  In the future, mills in Tucuman will be working to solve environmental issues as they are receiving pressure from their communities.  The recent strong recovery in world sugar prices will most likely encourage further investment.   

Argentina produces raw and centrifugal sugar (from cane) in 15 mills in Tucuman, where 62 percent of the country’s total sugar is produced, five mills in Salta and Jujuy, and three small mills in the northeastern part of Argentina.  The majority of these mills are in good economic conditions.  About 60 percent of the total cane is purchased from independent farmers.  This is particularly true in Tucuman, in which almost 90 percent of the cane is purchased from producers.  In Salta and Jujuy it is almost the opposite situation. 

There are two mills in Argentina that produce organic sugar.  One is very small and located in Misiones province.  The other is in Salta province and it is expanding production every year.  This mill will produce about 15,000 tons of organic sugar and 35,000 tons of conventional sugar in 2006.  It processes its own cane and also buys from a few large cane producers who continue to expand their acreage of organic cane.  Except for 500 tons that is sold domestically, the balance is exported.  The main market is the U.S., which accounts for about 50 percent.  The balance goes to the EU, Japan and Switzerland.  

In 2005, the price of sugar at the mill was on average US$230 per ton, and US$0.44 per kilo at retail (including transport, packaging, distribution, and 21 percent VAT).  Wholesale prices are expected to increase marginally in 2006, as higher costs could lead to a small adjustment in the price agreement with the government.

Sugar cane area increased marginally in the past couple of seasons.  Most sources indicate that Argentina will moderately expand cane acreage in the next 3-4 years.  However, some believe that Tucuman could expand more aggressively, in areas that today are being used for soybeans.  In general, most sources think that by 2010 Argentina will be producing between 2.5-2.8 million tons of sugar.  Domestic consumption will be around 1.7 million tons and the balance will be exported.

The GOA does not have a policy designed specifically for the sugar sector.  It has a general policy that focuses primarily on expanding exports, via maintaining a competitive exchange rate, and keeping domestic prices low to mitigate inflation, via price agreements.

There is currently a bill in Congress designed to promote investment and production of biofuels.  It is expected to be law very soon as it is practically defined and has the support from the Executive Branch.  Although it is considered to be a good law, many local observers doubt its effectiveness, as it focuses primarily on small and medium producers.  The original bill excluded sugar cane use, but it was then modified to include it.  Sources state that the large mills are not in favor.  However, others are, as they believe that it gives the industry the possibility to produce another alternative product.       

Sugar domestic consumption for 2006-07 is forecast at 1.66 million metric tons, raw value.  Consumption is quite flat as sugar is facing fierce competition from other alternative sweeteners.  Roughly one third of the sugar sold locally is for direct human consumption, while the balance is used by the food and beverage industry.  The volume of chemical sweeteners sold in the domestic market has almost tripled in the past ten years, representing approximately one third of sugar consumption.  Their main use is in the beverage industry.  Consumption of fructose and glucose has increased at a much slower pace.  They represent approximately one fifth of sugar consumption.

Sugar stocks in Argentina are projected to be low in the beginning and end of the 2006-07 marketing season.  In the 1990s, the local industry learned that surpluses had to be exported in order to balance domestic supply and demand, and thus maintain a reasonable and more stable price for the sugar sold in the domestic market.  Now, with high world sugar prices, most players are looking to export, as it has become more profitable than the domestic market, which has a price ceiling.
