Wheat grains for consumption and processing shall be allowed to be imported into
India up to 31.12.2006 in accordance with the following conditions:-

(i) The wheat consignment would be required to be certified to be free from
Granary weevil (Sitophilus granaries).

(ii) The wheat consignment would be required to be certified to contain less
than 0.01% Ergot (Claviceps purpurea) w/w.

(iii) The wheat consignment would be required to be certified to contain less
than 0.005% Dwarf bunt (Tilletia contraversa)

(iv) The wheat consignment would be required to be certified to contain less
than average of 100 quarantine weed seeds, as per Schedule VIII of this
Order, per 200 kg of samples drawn as per the prescribed procedure.

(v) The wheat consignment would be required to be fumigated with Methyl
Bromide @32 g/cu m at 21 ° C and above for 24 hours under Normal
Atmospheric Pressure and the treatment endorsed on the Phytosanitary
Certificate OR the wheat consignment would be required to be fumigated
with Aluminium Phosphide @ 40g/1000 cu ft for a period of at least 21
days prior to arrival into India provided the ship hold has provision for

post re-circulation of phosphine gas during the period of transit.
