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Report Highlights:
On July 1, 2004, the Ministry of Agriculture of the People’s Republic of China issued Decree No. 38 entitled, “Administrative Procedures for the Registration of Imported Feed and Feed Additives.”   This report contains an UNOFFICIAL English translation.  Exporters should carefully discuss regulations and their application with Chinese importers to ensure that their interpretation of the regulation is accurate.
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Summary 

On July 1, 2004, the Ministry of Agriculture of the People’s Republic of China issued an updated version of decree No. 38 entitled, “Administrative Procedures for the Registration of Imported Feed and Feed Additives.” The original Decree was published on August 19, 2000.  This regulation is designed to protect animal safety and strengthen supervision of feed and feed additives. Foreign feed and feed additive enterprises and products must be registered prior to sale in the People’s Republic of China. This regulation details the application procedure for registration.  The Ministry of Agriculture (MOA) has statutory authority over this feed and feed additives regulation and registration. 

Additional information on this registration process can be referenced in GAIN Report CH6080.  Some of the procedures in this Decree have been superceded by the information in MOA Announcement 611, which is contained in GAIN Report CH6080.

This Decree was not notified to the World Trade Organization (WTO).

BEGIN TRANSLATION

Decree 38

Ministry of Agriculture

July 1, 2004

Imported Feed and Feed Additive Registration Regulation

Article 1: This regulation is prepared in accordance with the Regulation on Feed and Feed Additives in order to strengthen the supervision of imported feed and feed additives and to protect animal production safety.

Article 2: Feed, in this regulation, refers to processed or manufactured feed for animal use; including single source feed, mixed source feed, feed concentrates, and feed supplements. Feed additives, in this regulation, refer to trace materials added during feed processing or use; including feed additive nutrients and ordinary feed additives.
Article 3: Foreign companies shall submit a registration application with the Ministry of Agriculture and receive a registration certificate before selling feed or feed additives in the People’s Republic of China. Feed or feed additives without a registration certificate are prohibited from sale or use in the People’s Republic of China.
Article 4: Imported feed or feed additive shall conform to principles of safety, efficiency and clarity. Feed and feed additives that are no longer used or are forbidden from production, sale, or use in the country of production shall not be registered.
Article 5: Foreign companies, or their agents, shall submit the following requirements and samples to the Ministry of Agriculture when applying for imported feed or feed additive registration:

1. Two copies (one Chinese and one English) of the completed registration application form for imported feed or feed additives.

2. The signature of the legal representative for the foreign production company.

3. Two copies (English and Chinese) of the following written application materials:

A. Product name (common name and trade name).

B. Production and sale certificates issued by the appropriate organizations in the country of production and any registration certificates from other countries.

C. Origin of the product, ingredients, and manufacturing method.

D. Quality standards and inspection method.

E. Product label, description manual, and brand symbol.
F. Application parameters, directions for use or dosage.

G. Packaging standards, storage and preservation information, and quality duration.

H. Safety evaluation trial report and stability trial report, if needed.

I. Feed trial materials and results of extension and application.

J. Any other relevant materials.

4. Samples

A. Each product shall have 3 samples from 3 different lots (9 total). The quantity of each sample shall be 3 to 5 times the necessary amount. The quality inspection report for each lot shall be attached.

B. The applicant shall supply the standards or comparable product standards, if needed.

Article 6: The Ministry of Agriculture shall submit the product sample to a designated feed quality inspection agency for quality re-examination within five days after it has accepted the application. 

Article 7: Feed quality inspection institutes shall finish the quality re-examination within 3 months from the receiving samples and relevant material. Feed quality inspection institutes shall report the results to the National Feed Production Office. Applicants shall assist the inspection institutes during quality re-examination.
Article 8: Feed and feed additives without country of production registration certificates shall undergo a feed trial and safety evaluation trial that is conducted when applying for registration. An applicant shall be responsible for paying trial fees.

Article 9: The feeding trial shall be conducted for those feed and feed additives that have been approved for production and use in a country of production but not allowed in the People’s Republic of China. A safety trial is needed, as necessary. Trial planning and organizations that conduct feed trials shall be examined and approved by the Ministry of Agriculture. An applicant shall be responsible for paying the trial fees.
Article 10: An applicant shall be responsible for any harmful effects that result from the sample application.

Article 11: The Ministry of Agriculture should decide whether to issue a registration certificate for imported feed or feed additives within 15 days after it has received the quality re-examination report. In the cases, affected by Article 8 or 9, feeding trial and safety evaluation test results should be submitted to the National Feed Examination and Appraisal Committee within five days, and the Ministry decides whether to issue a registration certificate for imported feed or feed additive within 10 days based on the evaluation result (of the Committee).   

Article 12: Use of feed and feed additives proven harmful to human health, animal production, or the environment that have been registered and used in the People’s Republic of China shall be limited or have the registration canceled. Foreign companies must compensate relevant parties for all losses.
Article 13: Institutions or staff engaged in imported feed or feed additive registration, examination, and re-inspection shall keep all necessary information and technical information confidential.

Article 14: Registration of imported feed or feed additive is valid for a period of five years. If the applicant intends to sell the product in the People’s Republic of China after the period of five years, the applicant shall apply for registration extension within six months prior to the expiration date.
Article 15: The following materials and samples are required for registration extension.

A. Application form for registration extension.

B. One copy of the original registration certificate.

C. The latest production approval issued by the country of production country, quality standards, product description, and any other relevant materials.

Article 16: An applicant that does not pass a spot-check inspection or an applicant that does not apply for registration extension shall submit samples to undergo re-inspection for feed and feed additives. Companies that have been penalized or ordered to stop production are an exception.
Article 17: If a feed or feed additive is no longer in production or use in the country of production, or it has not passed two consecutive random inspections, its production registration certificate will be canceled and announced by the Ministry of Agriculture. 

Article 18: An applicant shall re-apply for registration if any change occurs; including the manufacturing address, product standards, ingredients, or scope of application.

Article 19: Imported feed or feed additive sold in the People’s Republic of China shall have a Chinese label that is compliant to the Regulation for Feed Label Standards (GB10648) and indicated with a registration number on the label.
Article 20: Those who violate this regulation shall be penalized in compliance with the Regulation of Feed and Feed Additive Management.

Article 21: The Ministry of Agriculture shall be responsible for interpreting this regulation.

Article 22: This regulation shall be effective upon regulation.  The provisional Regulation of Imported Feed Additives issued by the Ministry of Agriculture is annulled at that time.
