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Report Highlights:
The Secretariat of Economy (SE) announced in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register), on November 2, 2006, the final anti-dumping duties for Red and Golden Delicious varieties from the United States for members of the Northwest Fruit Exporters (NFE).  The 46.58 percent duty, determined in the initial dumping investigation, is still in place for other U.S. Red and Golden Delicious apple exporters that are not members of NFE.

Introduction:  This report summarizes an announcement regarding a dumping duty resolution for apples from the Secretariat of Economy published in Mexico’s “Diario Oficial” (Federal Register) on November 2, 2006.

Disclaimer:  This summary is based on a cursory review of the subject announcement and therefore should not, under any circumstances, be viewed as a definitive reading of the regulation in question, or of its implications for U.S. agricultural export trade interests.  In the event of a discrepancy or discrepancies between this summary and the complete regulation or announcement as published in Spanish, the latter shall prevail.

Title: Final resolution of the antidumping investigation on the importation of Red Delicious apple varieties, their mutations, and Golden Delicious apples, and all products included in tariff line 0808.10.01 of the General Duties of Import and Export Tariff Law, originating and coming from the United States.  This investigation calls for the reinstatement of the findings pronounced on October 28, 2003, by the First Administrative Matters Collegiate Tribunal of the First Circuit, in file R.A.431/2003-5523, relative to court injunction 1183/2002 brought forth by the Northwest Fruit Exporters (NFE).

FAS/Mexico’s Executive Summary:  The Secretariat of Economy (SE) announced in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register), on November 2, 2006, the final resolution to the antidumping investigation on Red and Golden Delicious varieties from the U.S.   SE is imposing new duties as follows, and confirms other duties already in place.

	* Washington Export , LLC. –   This company went through the new exporter procedure and SE granted a zero duty on April 15, 2005.  However, since UNIFRUT did not agree with the way the investigation was conducted, a court injuction was requested by UNIFRUT against this resolution, which was granted on October 20, 2005, reverting duties to 46.58%.  The final resolution of November 2, 2006, revokes this duty and grants Washington Export the zero duty as long as fruit is supplied by the two companies that supplied the original information.  

** C.M. Holtzinger Fruit Company Inc. – A decision for a zero duty was published on September 12, 2006, in the Diario Oficial (Federal Register).  On September 1, 2003, Holtzinger Company, along with 13 other companies, requested a review of the compensatory quota of 46.58 imposed on August 12, 2002.  However, the other companies did not follow through with this appeal because they went through a court injunction procedure (Amparo) with NFE, and Holtzinger continued with the review by itself.  The SE will continue to review prices from this company for the next consecutive 3 years on each September, according to their internal trade rules.  The duty could increase if SE finds dumping prices in any given year. 


The 46.58 percent duty, determined during the initial dumping investigation, is still in place for other U.S. Red and Golden Delicious apple exporters that are not members of NFE.  U.S. apples that are not of the Red and Golden delicious varieties are not subject to any duty.
