Definition：

Characters of appearance: The degree of bran has been removed, the size of kernel, uniform, luster, etc.

Impurities：The materials which pass through 1.4 mm sieve or which remain on the sieve other than rice kernels.

Damaged kernels：Whole or broken kernels of rice which are distinctly damaged and deteriorated by moist, fungus and insect, or any other reasons, exclude heat damaged kernels.
Heat damaged kernels: Whole or broken kernels of rice which are discolored to yellow or darker owing to microbiological heating.

Off-type kernels：Kernels which are not the designated type.

Small brokens：The small broken kernels that pass through 1.7 mm sieve （CNS386 Test Sieves），but which are remainded on the 1.4mm sieve.

Whole kernels：Kernels of rice that are in whole condition without any broken part, including the kernels that have the length as from three-fourths onward.

Non-opaque waxy kernels：Waxy kernels of which have not performed opaque appearance.
