Report Highlights:
On December 11, 21 percent or 19,380 tons of 2006 rice quota for public sector import have been contracted for delivery by April 30, 2007.  Taiwan has announced tenders for two-thirds of its 2006 public rice quota and the remaining one-third or 30,668 tons will be announced by the end year.
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Public Tender Results  

As of December 11, Taiwan has contracted for 21 percent or 19,380 tons of its 2006 public sector rice quota, including 480 tons under the SBS system.  Additional tenders were announced on December 1 for 29,900 tons of rice under the normal system and 5,000 tons under the SBS system.  These tenders will be conducted on December 20 and 22, respectively.  Tenders for the remaining 30,668 tons of 2006 public rice quota will be announced by the end year.  Details are presented below and in Table 1.

(Note:  Milled rice is converted to Brown Rice at 1:1.15)

1.) Tender for 12,000 tons of Medium Grain Brown Rice, and 2,000 tons of Medium Grain Milled Rice, Glutinous Long Grain Milled Rice, Glutinous Short Grain Milled Rice Succeeded (Tender Invitations: GF4-950193, GF4-950195, GF4-950196 and GF4-950218 are reported in TW6045) 
On December 7 and 11, Taiwan awarded a total of 18,900 tons of various types of rice to nine importers (For details, refer to Table 1).  The tonnage awarded to each importer varied from 400 tons to 6,000 tons.  Each of the tender invitations of 2006 public rice quota were opened for small lot size bidding.  For example, the tender for 12,000 tons of medium grain brown rice was awarded to three winning bidders/importers for 2,000 tons, 4,000 tons and 6,000 tons respectively thru a competitive bidding procedure.  As a result, more bidders participated in each tender, and the number of bidding participants of each tender now are more than three, usually five.

2.) Tender for 2,000 tons of Long Grain Milled Rice and Medium Grain Milled Broken Rice Failed (Tender Invitation of GF4-950194 & GF4-950219)  

The tenders were failed due both quality and ceiling price aspects.  The re-tender schedules are going to be announced shortly.  

3.) Re-tender for the Remaining 4,520 tons of 1st SBS Tender Failed (Tender invitation: GF4-95188-1) 

There were six bidders participated in the tender, however, the markup prices offered were to low and were not accepted by the Council of Agriculture (COA).
