Foot and mouth disease (FMD) outbreak in Gansu Province

On August 4, 2006, the Chinese Ministry of Agriculture (MOA) announced an outbreak of FMD in Huining County, Gansu Province, later confirmed by the National FMD Reference Laboratory Lab.  Reportedly, there are 286 head of susceptible cattle and 230 were infected.  All 286 cattle and an additional 139 sheep and 182 pigs were culled.  (8/07/2006, MOA notification to FAS Beijing, ZJP)
China’s timber production totaled 22 million CM in the first half year of 2006

According to official State Forestry Administration statistics, in the first half year of 2006, China’s newly forested area totaled 3 million hectares; timber production (including logs and fuel wood) totaled 22 million cubic meters (CM), up 2 percent from the same period in 2005; wood-based panel production totaled 28 million CM.

MOC forecasts grain prices will remain stable in the second half year of 2006

The Chinese Ministry of Commerce (MOC) forecasts that grain prices will remain stable in the second half of 2006, due in part to a good summer grain harvest.  MOC’s report also noted it was the third consecutive year summer grain had had a good harvest.  In 2006, grain production totaled 114 million tons, up 7 percent from 2005. Severe drought conditions hit Chongqing Municipality

Severe drought conditions prompted Chongqing government to announce China’s first “red” emergency pre-warning in history.  More than six million people and six million heads of livestock now struggle to obtain potable water.  With 80 percent of Chongqing’s total area affected and more than one million hectares of cropland destroyed, the resulting agricultural losses are estimated at RMB1.6 billion. Swine prices increase in July 2006

According to the Ministry of Commerce (MOFCOM), national swine prices in July 2006 appreciated by 6 percent from the previous month, driven by high feed grain prices and flooding.  These conditions are expected to slow down inventories as well as swine production. (China Food Newspaper, 8/09/2006, ZJP) 
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
