On August 17, 2006, the General Administration of Quality Supervision, Inspection and Quarantine (AQSIQ) notified FAS/Beijing of salmonella pathogens detected in U.S. poultry imports in the Shenzhen port.  AQSIQ disposed of the product and assigned a 2-month corrective period for the two U.S. plants in question, P7470 and P19636.  AQSIQ may take a further action if the problem is recurrent preceding the 2-month period.   

AQSIQ requests FAS/Beijing deliver this information to the Food Safety and Inspection Service (FSIS).  AQSIQ adds that effective supervision on U.S. poultry plants will guarantee healthy poultry products that can enter China safely.
