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Trade

Burma exported 288,839 metric tons of beans and pulsesin March 2008, an increase of 90 percent
from the same period in 2007, due mainly to increased demand from India. Mung beans
accounted for 37 percent of the total exports, followed by Matpe (32 percent) and Toor Whole
(Pigeon pea) 21 percent. The mgor destination in March was India, accounting for 91 percent of
total beans and pulse exports. Japan, aregular market for Burmese Butter beans (Lima beans),
imported 1,988 metric tons of Burmese Butter beans.

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Export Prospects

Trading for beans and pulses was inective in dl mgor Burmese markets mainly because of the
volatile US dollar, which has historicaly been the foreign currency used for trading in Burma.
According to trade sources, about 20,000 mt of raw Matpe 1,150 mt of ready cargo Matpe
2,450mt of specia qudity ready cargo Matpe , 4,100 mt of ready cargo Toor Whole, 1,050 mt of
Mung beans, and 500 mt of various beans, were traded in March at the Bayint Naung wholesale
market in Rangoon.
