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Report Highlights:
The Russian Government issued a resolution temporarily lifting import duties on hatching eggs and grandparent/parent female chicks of fowls weighing less than 185 grams.  The previous duties were 15 percent and 5 percent, respectively.  The Resolution comes in force on July 4, 2008 and will be in effect for nine months.
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Executive Summary

The Russian Government issued a Resolution temporarily lifting import custom tariffs for hatching eggs and grandparent and parent female chicks of fowls weighing less than 185 grams.  The previous tariffs for these commodities were 5 percent for chicks and 15 percent for hatching eggs.  Hatching eggs and grandparent and parent female chicks are important for the quickly growing Russian poultry and egg sector.  International prices for these commodities have been rising rapidly over the past year, particularly for grandparent and parent female chicks weighing less than 185 grams.  Although Russia imported fewer breeding chicken in 2007 than in 2006 (10 million heads vs. 13 million heads), the average import price increased from US$2.81 per head to US$4.10 per head.  Most of Russian breeding chicks imports come from the Netherlands, Denmark, Germany, Hungary, and France, with the total import value in 2007 reaching US$41.3 million, up 11 percent from 2006.
The Resolution was issued on June 4, 2008 and goes into effect one month after its official publication for nine months 
Below is an unofficial translation of the Resolution.

Text of the Resolution #428 of June 4, 2008
Begin text:

“On Temporary Import Custom Duties on Domesticated Chicken and on Certain Kinds of Eggs of Domesticated Chicken”.

The Government of the Russian Federation decrees the following:

1. To approve for a period of 9 months the attached import custom duties on Domesticated Chicken as per Commodity Codes of the foreign economic activity of the Russian Federation approved by the Resolution of the Government of the Russian Federation #718 of November 27, 2006 “On the Customs Tariffs of the Russian Federation and Commodity Codes, Used in the Implementation of Foreign Economic Activity”.

2. To amend notes to the Customs Tariffs of the Russian Federation with the following footnote which reads as follows:

“b. after confirmation by the Russian Service for Veterinary and Phyto sanitary Control 

of the designated purpose of the imported commodity.”
3. To establish that function of the clause two of the Government of the Russian Federation Resolution  #1347 “Issues of custom and tariff policy” is not enlarged upon the rate of import tariff on poultry eggs of domesticated poultry for hatching in shell, fresh, other (Russia’s Tariff Code 0407 00 190 0).

4. The present Resolution enters into force one month from the date of its official publication.
