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South Africa Opens Market to China’s Poultry

According to CIQ Shandong Province (Entry-Exit Inspection and Quarantine), the South African Ministry of Agriculture has approved and registered 57 eligible Chinese cooked poultry plants for exports to South Africa, 25 of which are located in Shandong Province. Poultry Exports to Kyrgyzstan Resume

On May 26, 2008, Xinjiang Province shipped 80 tons of frozen broiler meat to Kyrgyzstan.  This is the first shipment since exports were suspended in March 2008 due to an outbreak of highly pathogenic avian influenza. (Source: China Livestock and Veterinary Newspaper, 6/08/2008)

Breeding Eggs Exported

Pigs Have Landed in Guangzhou 
On June 20, the first of two shipments of purebred breeding swine are expected to arrive in Guangzhou, Guangdong Province (south China).  Guang Sand Puo Piggery Co., Ltd paid $ 4.3 million for the 1,650 head order, which includes purchase, transportation and quarantine costs, to import five varieties of boars and gilts, including Duroc, Landrace, Yorkshire, Hampshire and Pietrain. CPI Up: 7.7 percent

On June 12, China’s National Statistics Bureau (NSB) announced that China’s consumer price index (CPI) in May 2008 increased by 7.7 percent on average over May 2007.  Food prices increased by 20 percent on average, of which the meat and poultry prices were up 37.8 percent (pork up 48 percent), vegetables prices were up 10.3 percent, grain prices up 8.6 percent, vegetable oil prices up 41.4 percent, aquatic product prices up 18.3 percent, egg prices up 2 percent, and fresh fruit prices up 10 percent. COMMENT:  In April 2008, the CPI increase was 8.5 percent and the food price increase was 22 percent over April 2007. Although, price inflation is still escalating, the rate of growth is decreasing slightly.  
More Cheese in Jilin Province

Guangze Dairy Corporation, the largest dairy corporation in Changchun, Jilin Province (northeast), has signed a contract with the world largest special cheese corporation based in France to establish the largest cheese production joint venture.  First stage production is estimated to be 5,000 tons and total production capability is estimated to be 50,000 tons by 2013.  Also in Jilin Province, the Guangze Dairy Corporation recently broke ground on a dairy farm with an inventory of 10,000 heads of cows.   (Source: China Livestock and Veterinary Newspaper, 6/08/2008)

Milk Production Increases

According to the Yunnan Provincial Dairy Association, total milk production in the province is estimated to increase from the current level of 400,000 tons to 2 million tons by 2018.  The ambitious production plan is supported by short milk supplies.  Yunnan’s subtropical weather is suitable for dairy cows and it has 7.9 million hectares of grassland accounting for 20 percent of the total land.  Yunnan Province produces 20 million tons of crop sterns.  In 2006, Yunnan’s dairy cow inventory was 130,000 head with 61 percent producing cows and milk production at 200,000 tons.  According to a recent study conducted by the Dairy Association, in 8 southern provinces, supply is short 5 million tons domestically and in the Southeast Asian market supply is short 15 million tons. Swine Slaughterhouses: New Regulations
On May 25, Premier Wen Jiabao approved the State Council’s new regulations on swine slaughter management effective August 1, 2008.  The new regulations include improved planning system to establish government certified slaughterhouses, Livestock and Veterinary Bureaus, Environmental Protection Bureaus, and other related government agencies must be consulted.  The specific agencies which may approve certification of slaughterhouses has been changed from county and city government level to city and prefecture government level, certified slaughterhouses will be announced to the public, and if certified  slaughterhouses are not found in compliance with regulation, the Department of Commerce reserves the right to revoke the certification. World Organization for Animal Health Names Dr. Zhang Zhonggiu Vice-President

At the 76th session of the the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE) in May, Zhang Zhonggiu, Deputy Director General of the Veterinary Bureau of the Chinese Ministry of Agriculture (MOA), was elected OIE Commission Vice President Asia-Pacific Region.  OIE highlighted China’s National Avian Influenza Reference Laboratory as a reference laboratory.
