Report Highlights:
The Chief State Sanitary Inspector signed a resolution that amends Russia’s Sanitary and Norms and Rules (SanPin) to add melamine to the list of monitored products in food items.  The resolution also prohibits the use of melamine in dairy products and takes effect November 1, 2008.

Executive Summary
Gennadiy Onishchenko, head of the Federal Service for the Protection of Consumer Rights and Human Well-being of the Ministry of Health (Rospotrebnadzor), signed Resolution No. 56 dated October 21, 2008 that bans the use of melamine dairy products and adds it to the list of monitored products in food items.  In addition, the resolution bans the use of melamine in dairy products.  Resolution No. 56 was issued after traces of melamine were found in milk formula in China that sickened thousands of infants.  Rospotrebnadzor reported several cases of powdered milk of Chinese origin were found in Russia’s territory.  No melamine was detected in any of those products, however.

Resolution No. 56 takes effect November 1, 2008.

Sanitary and Epidemiological Rules and Regulations SanPin 2.3.2.2421-08

The following amendments shall be introduced into SanPin 2.3.2.1078-01:

Chapter III “Hygienic Requirements to Safety and Nutritional Value of Food Products”:
shall be complemented with Item 3.39 with the following wording: “3.39.  Melamine content in milk and dairy products shall be controlled if there is a reasonable assumption that it may be present in food raw materials.  Safety of food products in relation to melamine content is defined in accordance with the technical regulations established by the present Sanitary Regulations (Attachment 1 and Attachment 3).  Melamine is not permitted in food products”.

In Attachment 1 “Hygienic Requirements to Safety and Nutritional Value of Food Products”:
Items 1.2.1, 1.2.3, 1.2.4, 1.9.1, 1.9.2, 1.10.8 in the “Parameter” column shall be complemented with “Melamine” and its permissible levels in product groups in the following wording:
