On January 30, 2009, the Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying and Fisheries, Ministry of Agriculture issued an official notification that further defers the implementation of new hides and skins import provisions (published on October 7, 2008) from January 31, 2009 to March 31, 2009.  Consequently, the previously existing import protocol will continue to remain effective for imports of raw hides and skins into India until March 31, 2009.

The new notification defers the implementation of the provisions under the October 7, 2008 notification and the sanitary certificate requirements for hides and skins to March 31, 2009.  Therefore, imports of raw hides and skins will be permitted under the old requirements (detailed under notification no. S.O. 794 (E), dated March 28, 2008) until March 31, 2009.
