As part of the Animal Health Strategy for 2007-2013
 entitled "Prevention is better than cure", the EC is working on a new Animal Health Law that will replace the current series of interrelated policy actions on animal health.  This law will cover many different areas, such as intra-community trade, imports, animal disease control, animal nutrition and animal welfare; and the EC hopes to have it adopted in 2010.  FAS/USEU will report in due time on this new legislative initiative and its potential impact on U.S. exports.
