On March 5, 2009, the Philippine Department of Agriculture (DA) issued Memorandum Order No. 11 (MO#11), lifting the temporary ban on the importation of all poultry and poultry products from the State of Idaho.  This was based on a November 2008 report submitted to the OIE that the low path avian influenza (LPAI) incident in Payette County, Idaho had been successfully eradicated and that all cleaning and disinfection had been completed.   

MO#11 was transmitted by the DA Bureau of Animal Industry to FAS Manila on March 20, 2009 and took effect immediately.

In 2008, over $28 million worth of poultry and poultry products, including live birds and eggs, were exported by the United States to the Philippines.  Majority of which was chicken leg quarters and other chicken cuts and offal.
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
