On Thursday March 5, 2020, the government of Morocco issued a circular intended to limit the spread of Corona 
virus. The circular suspends cultural activities, sports events, seminars and other meetings attended by 
foreign participants until the end of March. The circular specifically bans:  

1- All events including foreign visitors, including conferences, forums, and cultural and sporting 
events.

2- All indoor events with 1,000 or more people.
3- All festivals, with the exception of certain traditional festivals (Moussem).

The circular further declares that all authorized national sporting events will take place without an 
audience.

In addition, Royal Air Maroc has announced that customers who bought tickets before March 31, 2020, 
can postpone their trip until May 31, 2020, free of charge.
