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Report Highlights:

On March 26, 2020, Egypt’s National Food Safety Authority (NFSA) issued Resolution No. 3/2020. The 
resolution regulates the application of the principles of risk analysis and the determination of the 
control activities on foods based on their degree of risk. The resolution was published in Egypt’s official 
gazette (Al-Wakaye Al-Mesreya) on March 30, 2020 (see APPENDIX I – Unofficial English Translation).
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GENERAL INFORMATION:

On March 26, 2020, Egypt’s National Food Safety Authority (NFSA) issued Resolution No. 3/2020.  The 
resolution regulates the application of the principles of risk analysis and the determination of the 
control activities on foods based on their degree of risk.  The resolution was published in Egypt’s 
official gazette (Al-Wakaye Al-Mesreya) on March 30, 2020 (see APPENDIX I – Unofficial English 
Translation).

The resolution specifies in article 1) that it suffices to only inspect 25 percent of the food raw materials 
consignments (i.e., necessary for factory production supply).  The decision applies to those factories 
approved by the National Food Safety Authority and are registered on the agency’s “white list.”

Article 2) stipulates that the application of risk analysis is the basis of food product inspection.  The 
regulation establishes a 25 percent inspection threshold for consignments that arrive with pre-
shipment certificates issued by inspection companies that are registered with the National Food Safety 
Authority. 

FAS Cairo (Post) understands that NFSA Resolution No. 3/2020 considers U.S.-origin supplied 
ingredients as an industrial input.  The approach adopted by the National Food Safety Authority is 
expected to facilitate trade, reduce delays associated with import inspections.

Al-Wakaye Al-Mesreya (Egyptian Official Gazette)

National Food Safety Authority - Board Resolution No. 3/2020

The Board Chairman, After Preamble, Resolved: 

Article (1):

Applying the principles of risk analysis, and determining the control activities on foods based on their 
degree of risk, it is determined to be sufficient to inspect 25 percent of food raw material 
consignments (factory production supply requirements) imported as per factory requirement cards or 
industrial supplies referenced on the factory investment card.  This decision applies to those factories 
approved by the National Food Safety Authority (that is, on the white list). 

Article (2): 

Applying the principles of risk analysis, and in determination of the control activities on foods in light of 
their degree of risk, it shall be sufficient to inspect 25 percent of the fully-processed foodstuffs subject 
to the National Food Safety Authority’s Board Resolution No. 2/2020, prior to shipping, provided that 
these are accompanied by an approved (pre-shipment) inspection certificate issued those inspection 
and conformity companies registered with the National Food Safety Authority.

Article (3):

The Board Chairman of the Authority shall issue the provisions regulating the implementation of this 
resolution and retains the right to modify the inspection percentage in such a manner to meet changes 
that may occur.

Article (4):

The provisions of the present resolution shall enter into force following its publication in Al-Wakaye Al-
Mesreya (Egyptian Official Gazette) and shall remain in effect until the end of May 2020.
