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This report identifies Brazil’s import requirements for foreign export certificates. An export certificate
matrix and outline are included. There were some additional certificates and certificate changes added to
the 2020 trade matrix that affect imports of agricultural products in general. This report supplements the
FAIRS Narrative Report.

Good Manufacturing Practices Certificate for Animal-Origin Feed Products: MAPA
requires a Good Manufacturing Practices (GMP) certificate for animal-origin feed products
as proof that feed and animal supplements were produced under practices that make the
product safe for animal consumption. This certificate is required to obtain the sanitary
registration of the plant.

Health Certificate for Fish and Fish Products from Wild Fisheries (except shrimp and live
animals): MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of foreign diseases and
ensure food safety. Note: The United States and Brazil are currently discussing the language to
be used on the fish and fish products sanitary certificate. The current certificate is valid until
March 31, 2021.

Phytosanitary Certificate: MAPA requires a phytosanitary certificate for different types of
plants and vegetables to prevent the introduction of foreign pests and diseases.

Sanitary Certificate for Milk and Milk Products Exported to Brazil: MAPA requires a
specific health certificate to protect consumer health and ensure food safety. Note: The
United States and Brazil are currently discussing the language to be used on the dairy and
dairy products sanitary certificate. The current certificate is valid until March 31, 2021.

Veterinary Health Certificate for Export of Dogs and Cats from the United States to Brazil:
MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

Veterinary Drugs and Media for Laboratory Use Containing Animal-Origin Ingredients:
MAPA requires additional certification statements on Veterinary Services (VS) Form 16-4,
to prevent introduction of foreign pests and diseases.

International Veterinary Certificate for the Export of Live Cattle for Breeding from the
United States to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of
diseases.

International Animal Health Certificate to Export Breeding Swine to Brazil from the United
States: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

International Veterinary Certificate Model for the Permanent Export of Horses to Brazil:
MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.
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. International Veterinary Certificate for the Importation of Hatching Eqgs of Domestic Birds
and Day-Old Poultry: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of
diseases.

. Animal Health Certificate for Exportation of Hatching SPF (Specific-Pathogen-Free) Eggs
from the United States to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the
introduction of diseases.

International Animal Health Certificate for United States Frozen Ovine Semen Exported to
Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

. Certification Requirements for the Export of Scoured Wool to Brazil: MAPA requires an
additional declaration on VS Form 16-4, Export Certificate for Animal Products.

. Extruded and Pelletized Pet Foods for Dogs, Cats, Reptiles, and Ferrets (Mustelidae) to
Brazil from the United States: MAPA requires an additional declaration on VS Form 16-4,
Export Certificate for Pelletized Pet Foods.

. International Animal Health Certificate for Export of Equine Frozen Semen from the United
States to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

. Model International Certificate (CV1) for the Export of Frozen Pork Semen from Unites
States to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

. Animal Health Import Requirements for Aguatic Animals for Ornamental Purposes Not
Intended for Commercial Reproduction: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the
introduction of diseases.

. Animal Health Certificate Model to Accompany the Exportation of Embryonated Eggs of
Rainbow Trout from the United States to Brazil for Breeding Purposes: MAPA requires a
health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

. Health Certificate for the Export of Ornamental Pet Birds from the United States to Brazil:
MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

. International Health Certificate for the Export of Bovine Embryos Collected in Vivo and/or
Produced in Vitro from the United States to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to
prevent the introduction of diseases.
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X. International Zoosanitary Certificate for the Temporary Export of Equidae from the United
States to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

Y. Health Certificate for Nile Tilapia Fingerlings from the United States to Brazil: MAPA
requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

Z. International Animal Health Certificate for Export of Dog Semen from the United States of
America to Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of diseases.

AA. Health Certificate for Lobster and Lobster Products from Wild Fisheries: MAPA requires a
health certificate to prevent the introduction of foreign diseases and ensure food safety.

BB. Addendum to the VS Form 17-141 for Export of the Penaeidae Family from United States to
Brazil: MAPA requires a health certificate to prevent the introduction of foreign diseases and

ensure food safety.
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Section I11. Specific Attestations Required on Export Certificate

A

Certificate for Export of Beef, Beef Products, and Offals to Brazil: MAPA requires specific
public health and animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a special format
defined by MAPA. These certificates must be signed by the USDA Food Safety and
Inspection Service (FSIS).

Good Manufacturing Practices Certificate for Animal-Origin Feed Products: MAPA does
not require a specific attestation or format for this certificate. Certificates are to be issued
by the official sanitary authority from United States; other third-party agency certificates are
not permissible for registration purposes. USDA and the Food and Drug Administration
(FDA) issue these certificate statements, depending on the type of feed ingredient.

Health Certificate for Fish and Fish Products from Wild Fisheries (except shrimp and live
animals: MAPA requires specific public health and animal health attestations. The
certificate must follow a special format defined by MAPA. These certificates must be
signed by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA).

Phytosanitary Certificate: MAPA requires specific public health attestations for human
consumption and an attestation that the plants are free of pests and diseases. The
certificate’s attestations will vary by product. For example, in the case of strawberries, the
certificate must have an attestation that they are free of mites. APHIS issues certificates for
several types of plant products. Requirements and specifications are accessible on the
APHIS FAVIR website.

Sanitary Certificate for Milk and Milk Products Exported to Brazil: MAPA requires specific
public health and animal health attestations. Dairy products for human consumption
produced in the United States should be certified by the USDA Agricultural Marketing
Service (AMS) Dairy Programs. Brazil negotiated a specific USDA/AMS certificate as the
appropriate document for these products.

Veterinary Health Certificate for Export of Dogs and Cats from the United States to Brazil:
Requirements and specifications are accessible on the APHIS LIBRARY website.

Veterinary Drugs and Media for Laboratory Use Containing Animal-Origin Ingredients:
MAPA requires this attestation to certify that rinderpest, foot-and-mouth disease, classical
swine fever, swine vesicular disease, African swine fever, and contagious
pleuropneuemonia do not exist in the Unites States. APHIS issues this certificate.

International Veterinary Certificate for the Export of Live Cattle for Breeding from the
United States to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate
must follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must
sign these certificates to certify that the animals described therein have been inspected
and/or tested for the specified diseases, and conform to the current veterinary requirements
of the importing country.
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International Animal Health Certificate to Export Breeding Swine to Brazil from the United
States: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a
special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign these
certificates. Specific attestations are described in the certificate linked in Appendix | of this
report.

International Veterinary Certificate Model for the Permanent Export of Horses to Brazil:
MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a special
format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign these
certificates. Specific attestations are described in the certificate linked in Appendix | of this
report.

. International Veterinary Certificate for the Importation of Hatching Eggs of Domestic Birds
and Day-Old Poultry: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate
must follow a special format defined by MAPA.

Specific attestations are described in the certificate linked in
Appendix | of this report.

. Animal Health Certificate for Exportation of Hatching SPF (Specific-Pathogen-Free) Eggs
from the United States to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations.

. Veterinary Health Certificate for Export of Frozen Bovine and Bison Semen from the United
States to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must
follow a special format defined by MAPA.

. Certification Requirements for the Export of Scoured Wool to Brazil: MAPA requires
additional declarations on VS Form 16-4A to ensure scoured wool facilities have licenses
from the proper state authorities and that the animals are free from certain diseases. APHIS
issues these certifications statements.
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. Extruded and Pelletized Pet Foods for Dogs, Cats, Reptiles, and Ferrets (Mustelidae) to
Brazil from the United States: For pet food registrations, APHIS/VS facilitates the process
by issuing a certificate for registration purposes, following an inspection of the facility to
ensure it meets the conditions listed in the certificate linked in Appendix I of this report. An
additional statement pertaining to good manufacturing practices (GMP) is required.
APHIS/VS Area Offices can include an additional statement supported by an affidavit or
certificate from a state agency that regulates pet food and has competency to regulate GMP.
This statement attests that the pet food product identified on the certificate and made in the
subject facility is produced under good manufacturing practices.

. International Animal Health Certificate for Export of Equine Frozen Semen from the United
States to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must
follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign
these certificates. Specific attestations are described in the certificate linked in Appendix |
of this report.

. Model International Certificate (CV1) for the Export of Frozen Pork Semen from Unites
States to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must
follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign
these certificates.

. Animal Health Import Requirements for Aquatic Animals for Ornamental Purposes Not
Intended for Commercial Reproduction: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations.
The certificate must follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority
from APHIS must sign these certificates.

. Animal Health Certificate Model to Accompany the Exportation of Embryonated Eggs of
Rainbow Trout from the United States to Brazil for Breeding Purposes: MAPA requires
specific animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a special format defined by
MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign these certificates. Specific
attestations are described in the certificate linked in Appendix I of this report.

. Health Certificate for the Export of Ornamental Pet Birds from the United States to Brazil:
MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a special
format defined by MAPA.

. International Health Certificate for the Export to Brazil of Bovine Embryos Collected in
Vivo and/or Produced in Vitro from United States: MAPA requires specific animal health
attestations.

. International Zoosanitary Certificate for the Temporary Export of Equidae from the United
States to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must
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follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign
these certificates.

Y. Health Certificate for Nile Tilapia Fingerlings from the United States to Brazil: MAPA
requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a special format
defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign these certificates.

Z. International Animal Health Certificate for Export of Dog Semen from the United States of
America to Brazil: MAPA requires specific animal health attestations. The certificate must
follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign these
certificates.

AA. Health Certificate for Lobster and Lobster Products from Wild Fisheries: MAPA requires
specific public health and animal health attestations. The certificate must follow a special format
defined by MAPA. These certificates must be signed by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA).

BB. Addendum to the VS Form 17-141 for Export of the Penaeidae Family from United States to
Brazil: MAPA requires specific public health and animal health attestations. The certificate must
follow a special format defined by MAPA. The veterinary authority from APHIS must sign these
certificates.

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Section 1V. Government Certificate Legal Entry Requirements

A

Certificate for Export of Beef, Beef Products, and Offal to Brazil: Prior to product
shipment, the importer must request from MAPA an import license (abbreviated as “LI” in
Portuguese); importers must be registered with the Ministry of Finance’s Integrated Foreign
Trade System (Sistema Integrado de Comeércio Exterior - SISCOMEX) in order to request
an LI. Import licenses are valid for a maximum of 30 calendar days. The original certificate
must accompany the product at the time of entry.

Good Manufacturing Practices Certificate for Animal-Origin Feed Products: MAPA
requires a GMP certificate, which is used to obtain plant approval to export animal-origin
feed products to Brazil. This certificate is not required to accompany the product. GMP
certificates for animal-origin products are issued by APHIS, which will issue a separate
health certificate for each feed category or animal supplement. The certificate must
accompany the imported goods. MAPA does not accept third-party GMP certificates, but
they do accept GMP certificates issued by U.S. states. For example, a certificate issued by
the Wisconsin Department of Agriculture would be acceptable to the Brazilian authorities.

Health Certificate for Fish and Fish Products from Wild Fisheries (except shrimp and live
animals: Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI from MAPA.
Importers must be registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI, which is valid for a
maximum of 30 calendar days. The original certificate must accompany the product at the
time of entry.

Phytosanitary Certificate: APHIS issues phytosanitary certificates, which must be signed
and stamped by an APHIS-accredited official. These certificates are usually valid for 90
days and are issued for a single shipment. Certificate must be issued in accordance with

protocol requirements.

Sanitary Certificate for Milk and Milk Products Exported to Brazil: Prior to product
shipment, the importer must request an L1 from MAPA.. Importers must be registered with
SISCOMEX to request a LI, which is valid for a maximum of 30 calendar days. The
original certificate must accompany the product at the time of entry.

Veterinary Health Certificate for Export of Dogs and Cats from the United States to Brazil:
APHIS issues health certificates for pet dogs and cats. Forms must be signed and stamped
by an APHIS-accredited veterinarian. This International Veterinary Certificate is valid for
60 days from the date of issuance. The original certificate must accompany the animal at
the time of entry.

Veterinary Drugs and Media for Laboratory Use Containing Animal-Origin Ingredients:
Veterinary drugs that are not licensed by the APHIS Center for Veterinary Biologics and
media for laboratory use containing animal-origin ingredients exported to Brazil must be
accompanied by an animal health certificate in English and Portuguese issued by the
Official Veterinary Service. Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI
from MAPA. The original certificate must accompany the product at the time of entry.
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. International Veterinary Certificate for the Export of Live Cattle for Breeding from the
United States to Brazil: Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI from
MAPA. Importers must be registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI. APHIS issues
health certificates for live cattle. Forms must be signed and stamped by an APHIS-
accredited veterinarian. The health certificate is valid for 10 days prior to embarkation. The
original certificate must accompany the animal at the time of entry.

International Animal Health Certificate to Export Breeding Swine to Brazil from the United
States: Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI from MAPA. Importers
must be registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI. APHIS issues health certificates for
live swine. Forms must be signed and stamped by an accredited APHIS veterinarian. The
health certificate is valid for 10 days prior to embarkation. The original certificate must
accompany the animal at the time of entry.

International Veterinary Certificate Model for the Permanent Export of Horses to Brazil:
Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI from MAPA. Importers must be
registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI. APHIS issues health certificates for live
horses. Forms must be signed and stamped by an APHIS-accredited veterinarian. The
health certificate is valid for 10 days prior to embarkation. The original certificate must
accompany the animal at the time of entry.

. International Veterinary Certificate for the Importation of Hatching Eggs of Domestic Birds
and Day-Old Poultry: Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI from
MAPA. Importers must be registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI. APHIS issues
health certificates for hatching eggs of domestic birds and day-old poultry. Forms must be
signed and stamped by an APHIS-accredited veterinarian. The health certificate is valid for
10 days prior to embarkation. The original certificate must accompany the shipment at the
time of entry.

. Animal Health Certificate for Exportation of Hatching SPF (Specific-Pathogen-Free) Eggs
from the United States to Brazil: Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an
LI from MAPA. Importers must be registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI. APHIS
issues health certificates for SPF eggs. Forms must be signed and stamped by an APHIS-
accredited veterinarian. The health certificate is valid for 10 days prior to embarkation.
The original certificate must accompany the shipment at the time of entry.

. Veterinary Health Certificate for Export of Frozen Bovine and Bison Semen from the United
States to Brazil: Prior to product shipment, the importer must request an LI from MAPA.
Importers must be registered with SISCOMEX to request an LI. APHIS issues health
certificates for bovine semen. Forms must be signed and stamped by an APHIS-accredited
veterinarian. The original certificate must accompany the product at the time of entry. The
certificate cannot be applied to multiple containers. Each container must have only one
species. If the importer has purchased different species, they must be shipped in separate
containers.
