Spanish MY 2007 deciduous fruit production will likely be lower than production during the 
previous two years, because of a very wet and cool spring.  In a complete contrast to the 
previous two drought years, Spring 2007 weather has made for a very difficult start to the 
year.  
 
As we note in the above tables, Spain is a net exporter of fresh deciduous fruit, with the 
exception of fresh apples.  Approximately 75 percent of Spain’s trade in fresh deciduous fruit 
is with European Union Member States.  Imports of fresh pears and table grapes are mostly 
counter-seasonal, especially those from southern hemisphere producers in Africa and South 
America.  Deciduous fruit exports outside the European Union are mainly to Mediterranean 
basin neighbors and to Russia.    
 
On the trade and production policy fronts, Spanish producers remain concerned about 
Common Agriculture Policy reform, as we have detailed GAIN SP 6023 and SP 7003.  In 
addition they are concerned with CE 85/2004, which proposes to set minimum marketing 
standards.  The Spanish will be participating, along with other European producers, in an 
effort to assure that these standards are ultimately set in line with their interests.
