On November 12, 2009, the Ministry of Health and Public Welfare published a draft Gazette notification under the 

Prevention of Food Adulteration Act (PFA) and requested public comments within 60 days from the date of 

publication. The amendment set the maximum permissible Erucic acid level in rapeseed and mustard oil and other 

standards to certify rapeseed and mustard oil fit for human consumption.
